Texas Association Of Manufacturers Endorse Guillen In Upcoming Election 

 
AUSTIN - The Texas Association of Manufacturers (TAM) has endorsed the re-election 
campaign of Representative Ryan Guillen (D- Rural South Texas).

Ultimately, Guillen's investment in 
manufacturing has increased the number of  higher paying jobs, led to unemployment dropping 
from 10% to 6%,  and helped spur an 8% increase in average yearly wages.
